This was an entirely ‘greenfield’ project, with no servers, environments or specs. The requirement was for a globally available secure website that presented historic fund valuations with a variety of performance calculations, with the data also being available to desktop apps. I chose SQL2005 as the back end as there would be a daily data extract schedule, mainly from a remote Sybase server and a Web service, along with a variety of other data sources, such as CSV and PDF files. I created a middle tier of COM+ components using VB6, due to support requirements, to perform the calculations within the SQL stored procedures. This had the added benefit of these components being available to Excel. Once prepared, parts of the database were replicated to other servers, the completion of which triggered further schedules. Several custom written schedules analysed indexes, relationships and object structure, whilst tuning was performed real-time via a simple web page. Database changes were automatically written into VSS2005. Again, due to support considerations, the main website was initially created using simple ASP, although because of the presentation simplicity the site was almost entirely Ajax, with the ASP being used to present the XML and XSLT. Shortly after the initial release (3 months), a charting requirement had to be met and for this I used ChartFx. This meant the use of .Net 2.0, but to future proof it, I brought this up to 3.0. I was in the process of refactoring the original elements of the site when the support and development budget was moved to a US based outsource.
